This famous poem, with four couplets(ixF ©) ] “IX” ), was written by Du Fu (712 - 770, Tang
Dynasty Jwhen he was living and farming in Chengdu. His farming experience taught him to be thankful
to nature.

The very first word, “good”, shows the poet’s joy and love for the spring rain. The rain is good
because it “knows” the time to come. Here the poet uses personification (il \), as if the rain were
smart enough to come in time for the farmers’ busy season.

When the rain comes, it appears during the night without making any noise. Unlike the summer
storms, the spring rain finishes its task without being known.

In the third couplet, the poet describes a peaceful scene (5t %) to us. In the night sky, the clouds
look dark and heavy. It’s a sign that there will be enough rain during the night. The light from the
riverboat makes the dark scene a bit livelier.

Lastly, the poet starts to imagine. Tomorrow morning, he thinks, the city of Chengdu will become
beautiful when all of the flowers bloom (J&JF) after the rain.

Find a shelter

Look around for a place to get out of the rain, such as a tree, a cave, a cabin or even your tent. If
you hear thunder, find an immediate shelter. Staying outside during a thunder storm is dangerous.

Watch for changes in the terrain (Ht7%)

Rain can cause flooding, mud slides, rock slides and slippery trails (¥£ 1 [ 1113&), all of which
can be very dangerous.

If you’re in a lightning storm, the most dangerous places include open areas, hills, mountains, trees,
cliffs (& ) and waterways. Lightning is most likely to hit these areas. If you’re in the woods, try to
find a small tree that is surrounded (¥4 %¢) by other taller trees.
