Giant panda Pengpeng died last Sunday night, the China Research(研究) Center announced(宣布)on Thursday. He had been fighting illness for 11 days before he died, Chinanews.com reported.

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Paddington Bear first appeared（登场） on 13 October 1958 in the children's book A Bear Called Paddington, and then kept on his stories in more than one hundred and fifty books by English writer Michael Bond and other artists. The friendly bear from Peru(秘鲁)—with his old hat, a coat in English style and love of orange jam—has become one of the most famous bears in Britain.
